Literacy and Phonics:

In Literacy we will be looking at
different texts linked to out topic
‘Escape to the County' including ‘The

town mouse and the country mouse’ and

‘Lets go for walk’ By Ranger Hamza.
We will be continuing to develop our
phonic skills through the use of little
wandle and looking at spelling
punctuation and grammar to develop
writing sentences.

In Maths this term we will be looking
at place value and addition and
subtraction building on the skills we
already have. We will be using White

This term in Science we will be
learning about different animal
groupings and food chains
developing our knowledge of types
animals.
