Maths:  

In English we will be  continuing to 
focus on adding punctuation to our 
written work as well as improving our  
handwriting.  
 
We will be following a number of 
texts which link to our topic of  
Watch it! We will be reading ‘Mister 
TV’ – The Story of John Logie Baird 
by Julie Fulton. ‘What’s Technology – 
The Who, where, why and how’ by 
Frances Durkin. 
 
We will be exploring the genres  of 
biography and autobiography. 
 
We will also be  labelling and writing  
information sentences or information 
texts for a class museum. 
 
We will be creating 
our own invention and 
writing an advert or 
poster to try to sell 
it to a peer. 

In Maths, students will be looking at  
Shape and Money.  
 
We will be using the White rose  
resources to encourage pupils to  
answer word  
problems linked to 
shape and money. 
  

Pupils will learn how to complete

Pupils will have a weekly computing 
lesson where they will be learning  
how to use stop frame animation.
