Functional English

This term our theme will be
Extra, Extra Read All About It!
We will be exploring
Unforgettable Newspaper
Reports by Tamara Hollingsworth
in English as well as newspaper
articles and interviews.

Pupils will engage with these
texts to explore different styles
of formal and informal writing.
They will continue to strengthen
their reading comprehension skills
whilst also developing
Accreditation exam skills. .

Pupils will consistently engage in
activities to enhance their
speaking and listening skills. They
will also work on refining their
grammar and punctuation as they
prepare for their accreditation
assessments.

This term pupils will continue to
develop their reasoning skills by
using strategies to retrieve key
information from word problems
and choosing the appr‘o?r'ia’re ways
to solve them. They will also review
a range of mathematical topics
ready for Accreditations.
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This term, pupils will be learning
how to use the Microsoft Office
package.
