Preparing for Adulthood 

Maths:  

 
In English we will be continuing to 
focus on adding punctuation to our 
written work as well as improving our  
handwriting.  
 
We will be looking at texts which 
link to our topic of ‘Powerful  
Poems’ .We will be reading a range of 
different poems and writing  
different styles of poems including 
rhyming poems and acrostic poems. 
 
We will be also be looking at some 
famous poets, both old and modern. 
 
 

In Maths, the pupils will be  
looking at both shape and money. We 
will be using the White Rose  
resources to support the  
pupils to answer word problems 
linked to these strands of Maths.  

This term we will be concentrating on 
self–care with a focus on the  
personal hygiene 
and the  
importance of 
bathroom  
routines to  
promote  
preparation for  
adulthood. 

In PE pupils will learn and develop an 
understanding of fitness while  
having fun and tracking their  
progress along 
the way. 
 

In RE we will be learning  
Christians and what Christians 
believe.  

 

PSHE (Personal, social  
and health education) 

and RSE:  
The pupils will have a weekly compu-
ting lesson where they will be learn-
ing how to combine text with  
pictures. They will also type their 
poems and look at changing the  
fonts, colour and size 
in their work. 

This term we will be  
understanding what are 
right and wrong  
behaviours. We will begin 
to name some rules and 
who may enforce them. We will also 
start to understand the terms  
honest and dishonest. 

In Art, the pupils will be learning 
about the outdoor artist Andy 
Goldsworthy and what type of art 
he created. They will be looking at 
their own art linked to nature. 
They will be able to create  their 
art by printing using natural ob-
jects. They will explore sewing ob-
jects linked to nature too.
