English activities
Book for this week: We're roaming in the rainforest
· Read the story and look for creatures in the book

· Describe the appearance of the animals from the book. 
· Choose your favourite animal and write a phrase(s), sentences to describe it. 
· Make different animals that live in the rainforest (e.g, butterfly, poisons frog, parrots) and describe them. Encourage your child to name the animal’s body parts, colour, size, etc. 
· Listen to the sounds made by different animals in the rainforest https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=GvxJWsr7uao  and make a list of adjectives to describe what we could see, hear, smell, taste and feel in the rainforest.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Use the internet to research some facts about your favourite rainforest animals.
· Create a fact book about your favourite rainforest animals. 
Maths activities
· Adding to 10 (see worksheets: 1, 2, 4 and 5)
· Adding to 20 (see worksheets: 3, 6, 7 and 8)
· Add objects in a house, play adding games (see the ideas on the worksheet Games ideas.)
· Adding to 100 (First see the Power Point: Adding-2-Digit- Numbers-and-Tens…) then see the worksheet 9). Use dienes cut-outs from the worksheet 10 to calculate the answers. 
· Encourage your child to read the numbers represented by the dienes. (See the worksheet 11)
· Play the game matching dienes (See worksheet 12).
