She gives 6 of the
conkers to her brother and 8 to her sister.

How many conkers does she have left?

5. James and Zain bring their football cards to share
with their friend Thomas.
James brings 14 and Zain brings 11.
They give Thomas 8 cards between them.

How many do James and Zain have left altogether?
